Shire Council and the Southern Joint
Development Assessment Panel in late 2019, we
have since progressed the project to the next
stage by commencing the grid connection
process with relevant authorities, as well as
undertaking geotechnical investigations to better
understand the ground conditions of the site.

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What's Next

Following the preliminary geotechnical
investigations, some other minor works may
also been seen at the project site over the
coming months to help inform the final design
and management plan for Benger Solar Farm.
The works will be undertaken completely within
the project boundary.

Meanwhile, we will continue to working through
the grid connection application process with
Western Power for access to the existing 132 kV
network, to ensure stability and security of the
network in the long term.

These project is envisaged to commence
construction in 2022 and be fully operational in
2023. Should the schedule be brought forward,
we will make it known to the community ahead
of any major works taking place.
